	English
	Traditional Tales with a Twist 
Children will explore well-known traditional tales and enjoy versions where the story has been changed or told from a different point of view. They will compare these stories with the originals and learn how authors use creativity to surprise the reader, before planning and creating their own “twisted” tales.
Writing Recounts 
Pupils will learn how to write clear and engaging recounts of real events. They will focus on writing in the correct order, using time connectives, past tense and descriptive language to help the reader understand what happened.

	Maths

	Place Value
 In this sequence of learning, children will develop their understanding of numbers up to 1,000. They will begin by using representing numbers to 1,000, using a variety of models and images to recognise the value of each digit. Next, they will learn to partition numbers to 1,000, breaking them into hundreds, tens and ones to deepen their understanding of place value. Finally, they will use number lines to 1,000 to estimate, locate and compare numbers, strengthening their sense of number and magnitude.

	How to Be Healthy (PSHE)
Pupils will learn about ways to keep their bodies and minds healthy. This includes understanding the importance of a balanced diet, regular exercise, good hygiene and talking about feelings, helping them make positive choices for their wellbeing.

	Science

	Electricity (Science)
 Children will explore basic electricity, including how simple circuits work. They will learn about common electrical components such as batteries, bulbs and switches, and investigate how to make a circuit complete so electricity can flow safely.

	Computing

	Spreadsheets (Computing)
Children will be introduced to spreadsheets and learn how they can be used to organise information. They will practise entering data, using simple formulas and creating charts to present information clearly.

	PE

	Indoor Team Games and Hockey (PE)
In PE, pupils will take part in indoor team games and hockey. They will develop skills such as teamwork, coordination and control, while learning to follow rules and play fairly in a supportive environment.
Children will develop: 
Confidence, cooperation, and teamwork through a range of indoor team games. They will learn how to work with others, follow rules, and show fairness and respect during physical activity. 
Improve skills: 
Physical skills such as throwing, catching, passing, dodging, and movement in different directions. They will practise controlling their bodies, reacting quickly, and making simple decisions during games. Children also develop communication skills. 
Experience: 
Playing a variety of small-sided team games in a safe and inclusive indoor environment. They will take part in structured activities and simple competitive games, learning how to apply rules, tactics, and teamwork.

	Orawa and Trains (Music)
Children will listen to and explore the pieces Orawa and Trains, focusing on rhythm, tempo and structure. They will use their voices and instruments to respond creatively and develop their listening and performance skills.

	Pets and Hobbies (Spanish)
Children will learn to talk about pets and hobbies in Spanish. They will practise new vocabulary and simple sentences, building confidence in speaking, listening and understanding a modern foreign language.

	Your child will develop a deeper understand of the meaning of Easter, what Pentecost is and the impact it has on Christians today.

	Structured Play
	Each morning, children take part in structured play activities designed to support their personal and social development. These carefully planned sessions help to build self-esteem by giving children opportunities to succeed, try new challenges and feel proud of their achievements. Through cooperative games and group tasks, they develop team spirit, learning how to share, take turns, communicate and support one another. Structured play also provides a safe and supportive space for children to recognise and regulate their emotions, helping them to manage feelings, build resilience and start the day ready to learn.



	The questions that we will explore are:
·  How does the twisted version change the characters, setting or point of view compared to the original story?
· Have you written your recount in chronological order, and have you used time connectives and the past tense correctly?
· How can you partition this number into hundreds, tens and ones, and what does each digit represent?
· Where would this number sit on a number line to 1,000, and how do you know?
· Why is it important to look after both your physical health and your mental wellbeing?
· What makes a circuit complete, and why won’t the bulb light if there is a break in the circuit?
· How can you use a simple formula to calculate a total in a spreadsheet?

	You could help your child by:
· Asking your child to recognise similarities and differences in books they read at home.
· Ask them to talk about what they did at school during the day focusing on time connectives (eg first, next, later, after that and finally)
· Work out the coins and notes needed to pay at the shops and work out change needed to support learning involving place value.
· Talk about healthy diet choices they can make and how to live a healthy lifestyle.
· What sorts of things can you spot in the environment that uses electricity?
· If we were collecting information about our family’s favourite foods, how could we organise it in a spreadsheet?
· Teach me some of the phrases you have practiced in Spanish.
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
